Section 2.

(a) This act is effective on the first Sunday of November following the
day on which both of the following have occurred:

(i) Legislation enacted by the United States congress goes into
effect to amend 15 U.S.C. 8§ 260a to authorize states to observe daylight saving
time year-round; and

(ii) Not fewer than four (4) western states, including Wyoming,
pass legislation to place all or a portion of those states on year-round daylight
time, regardless of the time zone.

(b) The governor shall inform the management council of the legislature
in writing of the date this bill takes effect in accordance with this section.

(c) As used in this section, "western states"™ means the states of
Colorado, Idaho, Montana, Nebraska, North Dakota, South Dakota, Utah and
Wyoming."
