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general with the consent of the governor.  The attorney 1 

general may appoint the director as a peace officer, if 2 

qualified pursuant to W.S. 9-1-701 through 9-1-707.  The 3 

director may appoint full-time staff instructors who 4 

qualify pursuant to W.S. 9-1-701 through 9-1-707 to perform 5 

as peace officers.  Persons appointed as peace officers 6 

pursuant to this subsection shall be considered peace 7

(i)  When on property owned by or in the custody 10

(n)  As used in this section "full-time staff 22 

instructor" means an instructor employed at the academy who 23 
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works on a yearly basis, with a normal work week of thirty-1
