(a)	A member who has a personal or private interest in any bill proposed or pending before the legislature shall disclose the fact to the Senate members at the time of initial consideration during the committee of the whole or at the first subsequent time the conflict becomes apparent to the declarer, or at the time of introduction during the budget session. If the status of the conflict changes during the legislative process, the member shall disclose the change in the status of the conflict. Disclosure of a conflict of interest by any member shall be entered in the Daily Journal.  If the member later makes a declaration of no conflict of interest in the matter, prompt entry of that declaration shall be made in the journal. The published Journal shall clearly reflect the declaration of the conflict of interest of the member with respect to a roll call vote. In determining whether he has a personal or private interest in a matter the member shall recognize the importance of his right and duty to represent his constituency and shall abstain from voting only in clear cases of a personal or private interest.

(d)	As used in this section "personal or private interest" means the member shall receive or incur a direct personal or financial gain or loss if the measure or bill is enacted.  "Personal or private interest" does not include a financial or personal gain or loss which shall be received or incurred by a member if the gain or loss shall also be received or incurred by a substantial class of persons. (e) It is the intent of the legislature that not less than two million dollars ($2,000,000.00) in general funds and all authorized position eliminations in this section not be included in the standard budget for the immediately succeeding fiscal biennium.   
(f) This section shall not apply to any appropriations made to the judicial branch.
(g) This section is effective immediately.
[DEPARTMENT OF WORKFORCE SERVICES – MASS LAYOFF RELIEF]
Section 330.  There is appropriated two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) from the general fund to the department of workforce services for the purpose of providing necessary support to workers in the state subject to a mass layoff defined as not less than fifty percent (50%) of the workforce in a company of fifty (50) or more full-time employees. Not more than fifty percent (50%) of the funds appropriated under this section shall be allocated to a mass layoff occurring in any single county.
[FISCAL YEAR 2022 ANTICIPATED BUDGET REDUCTIONS]
Section 331.
(a)  In anticipation of continuing challenges to Wyoming's revenues, the governor shall work with agency and department leaders to identify and implement budget reductions equal to one percent (1%) of each agency's or department's standard budget for programs supported by the state general fund during fiscal year 2022. These reductions should consider, but not be limited to, the following criteria:
(i)  Savings to personal services (100 series) related to increasing the span of control and supervision within each agency or department;
(ii)  Savings related to program and process efficiencies that may reduce the need for expenditures in support services (200 series) and contract services (900 series) within each agency or department;
(iii)  Any other areas that will yield the budget reduction level specified in this section and that will continue to allow each agency or department to meet its operational and programmatic mission.
(b)  Each agency and department shall report its savings efforts and identified savings amounts pursuant to this section to the budget division and human resources division of the department of administration and information not later than September 1, 2020. The budget division and human resources division of the department of administration and information shall compile the reports and savings amounts and report to the joint appropriations committee as part of the governor's supplemental budget submission not later than November 16, 2020. The report shall include the program, service and position reductions identified or implemented to meet the purpose of this section.
(c)  It is the intent of the legislature that during the 2021 general session there will be budget reductions equivalent to one percent (1%) of each agency's or department's standard budget for programs supported by the state general fund if agency identified or implemented savings do not meet the purposes of this section.
(d)  This section is effective immediately.
[DEATH CERTIFICATION SURCHARGE INCREASE]
Section 332.  
(a)  Notwithstanding W.S. 35-1-428(b), for the period beginning July 1, 2020 and ending June 30, 2022, the department of health shall collect a surcharge of five dollars ($5.00) for each copy of a death certificate issued pursuant to Title 35, Chapter 1, Article 4 of the Wyoming statutes. Revenues collected from the surcharge imposed under this section shall be deposited by the state treasurer into a separate account, which is hereby created. 
(b)  Funds in the account created under subsection (a) of this section are continuously appropriated to the general fund until a total of one hundred twenty-three thousand dollars ($123,000.00) has been deposited into the general fund to fund the appropriation in the department of family services for burial and cremation expenses pursuant to Section 2, Section 049, footnote 4 of this act. No funds in the account shall be transferred or expended for any other purposes.
[COMMUNITY COLLEGE APPROPRIATION AND MATCHING FUNDS]
Section 333.
(a)  There is appropriated three million five hundred thousand dollars ($3,500,000.00) from the strategic investments and projects account to the Wyoming community college commission for disbursement in equal amounts to each community college district. These funds shall be used for any purpose designated by each district. This appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any other purpose.
(b)  There is appropriated one million five hundred thousand dollars ($1,500,000.00) from the strategic investments and projects account to the Wyoming community college commission for disbursement to each community college district in the amounts specified in this subsection. These funds shall be used for any purpose designated by each district. This appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any other purpose. Funds appropriated in this subsection shall be allocated as follows:
(i)  Two hundred fifty-four thousand eight hundred fifty dollars ($254,850.00) to Casper College;
(ii)  One hundred thirty-two thousand dollars ($132,000.00) to Central Wyoming Community College;
(iii)  One hundred fifteen thousand nine hundred fifty dollars ($115,950.00) to Eastern Wyoming College;
(iv)  Three hundred sixteen thousand six hundred fifty dollars ($316,650.00) to Laramie County Community College;
(v)  One hundred one thousand four hundred dollars ($101,400.00) to Northwest College;
(vi)  Three hundred twenty-five thousand eight hundred dollars ($325,800.00) to the Northern Wyoming Community College District;
(vii)  Two hundred fifty-three thousand three hundred fifty dollars ($253,350.00) to Western Wyoming Community College.
(c)  There is appropriated five million dollars ($5,000,000.00) from the strategic investments and projects account to the state treasurer for deposit in equal amounts into seven (7) separate accounts to provide matching funds to each Wyoming community college district. Subject to subsection (d) of this section, these funds shall be used to match gifts and donations made to each community college district for any purpose designated by the district. This appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any other purpose.
(d)  Pursuant to subsection (c) of this section, from the effective date of this subsection and ending December 31, 2021, to the extent funds are available in the separate accounts, the state treasurer shall match gifts of cash or cash equivalent amounts received by a community college district and certified to the state treasurer in accordance with the following: 
(i)  A match shall be paid to the community college district any time after the sum of any accumulated gifts totals ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) or more;
(ii)  Each community college district may request that the state treasurer encumber amounts available in the district's account in anticipation of gifts or donations that meet the requirements of paragraph (i) of this subsection and that are the subject of a binding agreement to make the gift or donation;
(iii)  The state treasurer shall make all transfers due under this subsection not later than the end of the calendar quarter following the quarter in which a qualifying gift is actually received by the district;
(iv)  Any match paid to a community college district by the state treasurer shall be equal to, and shall not exceed, the amount of the gift received by the district.
(e)  From January 1, 2022 and ending June 30, 2022, any amounts remaining in any of the seven (7) community college district matching accounts created by subsection (c) of this section, and that have not been paid to or obligated to any community college district, may be paid to any community college district that can meet the matching requirements under subsections (c) and (d) of this section.
(f)  Subsections (c) through (f) of this section are effective immediately.
(g)  It is the intent of the legislature that the appropriations in this section not be included in the Wyoming community college commission's standard budget for the immediately succeeding fiscal biennium.
[SCHOOL FOUNDATION PROGRAM – HEALTH INSURANCE]
Section 334.
(a) W.S. 21‑13‑309(m)(v)(F) is amended to read:
21‑13‑309.  Determination of amount to be included in foundation program for each district.
(m)  In determining the amount to be included in the foundation program for each district, the state superintendent shall:
(v)  Based upon ADM computations and identified school configurations within each district pursuant to paragraph (iv) of this subsection, compute the foundation program amount for each district as prescribed by the education resource block grant model adopted by the Wyoming legislature as defined under W.S. 21-13-101(a)(xiv), as contained within the spreadsheets and accompanying reports referenced under W.S. 21-13-101(a)(xvii). The following criteria shall be used by the state superintendent in the administration of the education resource block grant model:
(F)  Amounts provided within the model for health insurance shall be based upon:
(I)  Prior year statewide average district weighted actual participation in district health insurance plans as to the proportion of employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage; and
(II)  The annualized state contribution rate as of January 1 of the preceding school year, on behalf of each employee and official enrolled in the state group health insurance plan, for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage. except as provided in subdivision (III) of this subparagraph; and
(III)  For school year 2020-2021 and school year 2021-2022, the amount provided to a school district for health insurance shall be calculated using the annualized state contribution rate as of January 1, 2019 for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage based on district weighted actual participation in district health insurance plans for the 2018-2019 school year, plus additional funding as calculated pursuant to 2020 Senate File 0001, Section 334(b) as enacted into law.
(b) The department of education shall adjust each school district's foundation program amount computed in accordance with W.S. 21-13-309(p) for school year 2020-2021 and school year 2021-2022 to provide additional health insurance funding under this subsection. The health insurance adjustment added to each school district's foundation program amount shall be calculated in accordance with the following:
(i) The department of education shall calculate the difference between the annualized state contribution rate as of January 1 of the preceding school year for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage based on school district weighted actual participation in school district health insurance plans for the preceding school year and the annualized state contribution rate as of January 1, 2019 for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage based on school district weighted actual participation in school district health insurance plans for the 2018-2019 school year;
(ii) The department of education shall calculate the number of school district employees funded within the education resource block grant model that are actually enrolled in a school district health insurance plan for the preceding school year;
(iii) The department of education shall calculate the number of education resource block grant model funded positions for which an employee is not actually enrolled in a school district health insurance plan for the preceding school year;
(iv) The additional amount calculated under this subsection to be added to the foundation program amount for each school district shall be the sum of the products calculated in the following two subparagraphs:

[DEPARTMENT OF WORKFORCE SERVICES – MASS LAYOFF RELIEF]
Section 330.  There is appropriated two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) from the general fund to the department of workforce services for the purpose of providing necessary support to workers in the state subject to a mass layoff defined as not less than fifty percent (50%) of the workforce in a company of fifty (50) or more full-time employees. [FISCAL YEAR 2022 ANTICIPATED BUDGET REDUCTIONS]
Section 331.
(a)  In anticipation of continuing challenges to Wyoming's revenues, the governor shall work with agency and department leaders to identify and implement budget reductions equal to one percent (1%) of each agency's or department's standard budget for programs supported by the state general fund during fiscal year 2022. These reductions should consider, but not be limited to, the following criteria:
(i)  Savings to personal services (100 series) related to increasing the span of control and supervision within each agency or department;
(ii)  Savings related to program and process efficiencies that may reduce the need for expenditures in support services (200 series) and contract services (900 series) within each agency or department;
(iii)  Any other areas that will yield the budget reduction level specified in this section and that will continue to allow each agency or department to meet its operational and programmatic mission.
(b)  Each agency and department shall report its savings efforts and identified savings amounts pursuant to this section to the budget division and human resources division of the department of administration and information not later than September 1, 2020. The budget division and human resources division of the department of administration and information shall compile the reports and savings amounts and report to the joint appropriations committee as part of the governor's supplemental budget submission not later than November 16, 2020. The report shall include the program, service and position reductions identified or implemented to meet the purpose of this section.
(c)  It is the intent of the legislature that during the 2021 general session there will be budget reductions equivalent to one percent (1%) of each agency's or department's standard budget for programs supported by the state general fund if agency identified or implemented savings do not meet the purposes of this section.
(d)  This section is effective immediately.
[DEATH CERTIFICATION SURCHARGE INCREASE]
Section 332.  
(a)  Notwithstanding W.S. 35-1-428(b), for the period beginning July 1, 2020 and ending June 30, 2022, the department of health shall collect a surcharge of five dollars ($5.00) for each copy of a death certificate issued pursuant to Title 35, Chapter 1, Article 4 of the Wyoming statutes. Revenues collected from the surcharge imposed under this section shall be deposited by the state treasurer into a separate account, which is hereby created. 
(b)  Funds in the account created under subsection (a) of this section are continuously appropriated to the general fund until a total of one hundred twenty-three thousand dollars ($123,000.00) has been deposited into the general fund to fund the appropriation in the department of family services for burial and cremation expenses pursuant to Section 2, Section 049, footnote 4 of this act. No funds in the account shall be transferred or expended for any other purposes.
[COMMUNITY COLLEGE APPROPRIATION AND MATCHING FUNDS]
Section 333.
(a)  There is appropriated three million five hundred thousand dollars ($3,500,000.00) from the strategic investments and projects account to the Wyoming community college commission for disbursement in equal amounts to each community college district. These funds shall be used for any purpose designated by each district. This appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any other purpose.
(b)  There is appropriated one million five hundred thousand dollars ($1,500,000.00) from the strategic investments and projects account to the Wyoming community college commission for disbursement to each community college district in the amounts specified in this subsection. These funds shall be used for any purpose designated by each district. This appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any other purpose. Funds appropriated in this subsection shall be allocated as follows:
(i)  Two hundred fifty-four thousand eight hundred fifty dollars ($254,850.00) to Casper College;
(ii)  One hundred thirty-two thousand dollars ($132,000.00) to Central Wyoming Community College;
(iii)  One hundred fifteen thousand nine hundred fifty dollars ($115,950.00) to Eastern Wyoming College;
(iv)  Three hundred sixteen thousand six hundred fifty dollars ($316,650.00) to Laramie County Community College;
(v)  One hundred one thousand four hundred dollars ($101,400.00) to Northwest College;
(vi)  Three hundred twenty-five thousand eight hundred dollars ($325,800.00) to the Northern Wyoming Community College District;
(vii)  Two hundred fifty-three thousand three hundred fifty dollars ($253,350.00) to Western Wyoming Community College.
(c)  There is appropriated five million dollars ($5,000,000.00) from the strategic investments and projects account to the state treasurer for deposit in equal amounts into seven (7) separate accounts to provide matching funds to each Wyoming community college district. Subject to subsection (d) of this section, these funds shall be used to match gifts and donations made to each community college district for any purpose designated by the district. This appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any other purpose.
(d)  Pursuant to subsection (c) of this section, from the effective date of this subsection and ending December 31, 2021, to the extent funds are available in the separate accounts, the state treasurer shall match gifts of cash or cash equivalent amounts received by a community college district and certified to the state treasurer in accordance with the following: 
(i)  A match shall be paid to the community college district any time after the sum of any accumulated gifts totals ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) or more;
(ii)  Each community college district may request that the state treasurer encumber amounts available in the district's account in anticipation of gifts or donations that meet the requirements of paragraph (i) of this subsection and that are the subject of a binding agreement to make the gift or donation;
(iii)  The state treasurer shall make all transfers due under this subsection not later than the end of the calendar quarter following the quarter in which a qualifying gift is actually received by the district;
(iv)  Any match paid to a community college district by the state treasurer shall be equal to, and shall not exceed, the amount of the gift received by the district.
(e)  From January 1, 2022 and ending June 30, 2022, any amounts remaining in any of the seven (7) community college district matching accounts created by subsection (c) of this section, and that have not been paid to or obligated to any community college district, may be paid to any community college district that can meet the matching requirements under subsections (c) and (d) of this section.
(f)  Subsections (c) through (f) of this section are effective immediately.
(g)  It is the intent of the legislature that the appropriations in this section not be included in the Wyoming community college commission's standard budget for the immediately succeeding fiscal biennium.
[SCHOOL FOUNDATION PROGRAM – HEALTH INSURANCE]
Section 334.
(a) W.S. 21‑13‑309(m)(v)(F) is amended to read:
21‑13‑309.  Determination of amount to be included in foundation program for each district.
(m)  In determining the amount to be included in the foundation program for each district, the state superintendent shall:
(v)  Based upon ADM computations and identified school configurations within each district pursuant to paragraph (iv) of this subsection, compute the foundation program amount for each district as prescribed by the education resource block grant model adopted by the Wyoming legislature as defined under W.S. 21-13-101(a)(xiv), as contained within the spreadsheets and accompanying reports referenced under W.S. 21-13-101(a)(xvii). The following criteria shall be used by the state superintendent in the administration of the education resource block grant model:
(F)  Amounts provided within the model for health insurance shall be based upon:
(I)  Prior year statewide average district weighted actual participation in district health insurance plans as to the proportion of employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage; and
(II)  The annualized state contribution rate as of January 1 of the preceding school year, on behalf of each employee and official enrolled in the state group health insurance plan, for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage. except as provided in subdivision (III) of this subparagraph; and
(III)  For school year 2020-2021 and school year 2021-2022, the amount provided to a school district for health insurance shall be calculated using the annualized state contribution rate as of January 1, 2019 for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage based on district weighted actual participation in district health insurance plans for the 2018-2019 school year, plus additional funding as calculated pursuant to 2020 Senate File 0001, Section 334(b) as enacted into law.
(b) The department of education shall adjust each school district's foundation program amount computed in accordance with W.S. 21-13-309(p) for school year 2020-2021 and school year 2021-2022 to provide additional health insurance funding under this subsection. The health insurance adjustment added to each school district's foundation program amount shall be calculated in accordance with the following:
(i) The department of education shall calculate the difference between the annualized state contribution rate as of January 1 of the preceding school year for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage based on school district weighted actual participation in school district health insurance plans for the preceding school year and the annualized state contribution rate as of January 1, 2019 for employee only, split contracts, employee plus spouse or children and family coverage based on school district weighted actual participation in school district health insurance plans for the 2018-2019 school year;
(ii) The department of education shall calculate the number of school district employees funded within the education resource block grant model that are actually enrolled in a school district health insurance plan for the preceding school year;
(iii) The department of education shall calculate the number of education resource block grant model funded positions for which an employee is not actually enrolled in a school district health insurance plan for the preceding school year;
(iv) The additional amount calculated under this subsection to be added to the foundation program amount for each school district shall be the sum of the products calculated in the following two subparagraphs:
(A) The number of employees calculated under paragraph (ii) of this subsection multiplied by the difference calculated under paragraph (i) of this subsection;
(B) The number of positions calculated under paragraph (iii) of this subsection multiplied by the difference calculated under paragraph (i) of this subsection multiplied by one-half (1/2).

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Wyoming:
Section 1.  W.S. 9‑4‑715.1 and 39-13-113 are created to read:
9‑4‑715.1.  Permissible purchases of investment assets.
(a)  The state loan and investment board is authorized to make one (1) or more purchases of assets for investment that are located within the state of Wyoming or within states with contiguous borders to Wyoming. Assets that may be purchased under this section shall be limited to surface interests, mineral interests with or without the surface estate and any equity, contract or other interests associated with the surface or mineral interests purchased. Any purchase under this section shall be subject to the following requirements:
(i)  Before a purchase is completed, the state loan and investment board shall complete due diligence that analyzes the fair market value of the assets purchased and the feasibility and impacts of the purchase on the state and on the funds used to complete the purchase;
(ii)  Any purchase under this section shall:
(A) Be in accordance with all applicable investment policies established by the state loan and investment board and with the prudent investor rule established in the Wyoming Uniform Prudent Investor Act, W.S. 4‑10‑901 through 4‑10‑913;
(B)  Be subject to the requirements for alternative investments under W.S. 9‑4‑715;
(C)  Be evaluated as provided in W.S. 9‑4‑715(d) and (e) in addition to other provisions of this section for the particular source of funds expended.
(b)  Two (2) members of the house of representatives appointed by the speaker of the house and two (2) members of the senate appointed by the president of the senate shall act as liaisons to the state loan and investment board during the investigation of a purchase under this section and completion of due diligence and negotiations for any purchase under this section.
(c)  A purchase made under this section shall be made using  only funds from one (1) or more of the following sources:
(i)  The legislative stabilization reserve account, provided that the total amount expended from the account for the purchase under this section shall not exceed seventy‑five percent (75%) of the total expenditures for all purchases pursuant to this section;
(ii)  The permanent Wyoming mineral trust fund under W.S. 9‑4‑204(u)(iii);
(iii)  The common school account within the permanent land fund; 
(iv)  Other unobligated and unencumbered funds appropriated to the state loan and investment board for investment, or to the board of land commissioners to execute its duties, to the extent the funds are not restricted by law to be expended only for other specified purposes. The state loan and investment board may accept federal grants and other contributions, grants, gifts, bequests and donations from any source designated to be used to make purchases pursuant to this section which will impose no financial obligation upon the state. Any grants and other contributions received under this paragraph are continuously appropriated to the board to be used for purchases authorized under this section.
 (d)  Before entering into an agreement to purchase under this section, the board of land commissioners shall have given final approval for any purchase under this section that is negotiated by the state loan and investment board that provides for the expenditure of funds from the common school account within the permanent land fund or from other funds appropriated to the board of land commissioners.
(e)  No purchase shall be completed under this section without the written opinion of the attorney general certifying the legality of the transaction and all documents connected therein.
(f)  A purchase made under this section shall:
(i)  Not be considered a public purpose investment under W.S. 9‑4‑715(n);
(ii)  Not be considered for purposes of the authority granted under W.S. 9‑4‑715(k). 
(g)  The board of land commissioners shall manage all surface and mineral interests purchased under the authority of this section.  The state loan and investment board shall manage other assets purchased under the authority of this section in accordance with its management of other state investments. 
(h)  If the board of land commissioners determines that the sale of purchased real property assets located outside of Wyoming is in the best interests of the beneficiaries of the fund used to purchase the assets, or the state in the case of purchases using funds of the legislative stabilization reserve account, it may sell the asset in accordance with the provisions of W.S. 36‑9‑101 through 36‑9‑117, subject to the following:
(i)  Advertisement of the sale under W.S. 36‑9‑104 shall be provided in the county in which the real property is situated and in a newspaper of statewide circulation in Wyoming;
(ii)  The sale shall be conducted in Wyoming.
(j)  The state loan and investment board shall report to the legislature not less than sixty (60) days before entering into an agreement to purchase assets under this section. The report shall include a description of the assets to be purchased including the location of the assets, the purchase price and the funding source or sources for the purchase and the specific location of all assets located outside of the state and their total fair market value.
39‑13‑113.  State payments in lieu of taxes for local governments; account created; distribution of funds.
(a)  The property tax reimbursement account is created.
(b)  Any county in which property purchased or acquired by exchange pursuant to W.S. 9‑4‑715.1 is located shall be eligible for payment from the property tax reimbursement account to the extent the property would have been taxed if not used primarily for a governmental purpose. On or before September 1, county assessors shall certify the exemptions granted for such property to the department. On or before October 1, the state treasurer out of funds within the property tax reimbursement account shall reimburse each county treasurer for the amount of taxes that would have been collected if the property was not exempt. The county treasurer shall distribute the revenue to each governmental entity in the actual amount of taxes lost due to the exemption.
(c)  Funds within the property tax reimbursement account are hereby continuously appropriated to the state treasurer for purposes of this section.
Section 2.  W.S. 9‑4‑219(a) and 9‑4‑715(q) by creating a new paragraph (i), by renumbering (i)(intro) as (ii)(intro) and (iv) as (v) and by amending and renumbering (ii) as (iii) and (iii) as (iv) are amended to read:
9‑4‑219.  Legislative stabilization reserve account created; purposes; legislative deficit control account.
(a)  The legislative stabilization reserve account created by 2005 Wyoming Session Laws, Chapter 191, Section 4, Section 301(d) is continued and codified. Funds within the account shall only be expended by legislative appropriation. All Funds within the account shall be invested by the state treasurer as authorized under W.S. 9‑4‑715(a), (d), (e) and (q) and all investment earnings from the account attributable to those investments shall be credited to the general fund. Funds within the account may also be invested by the state loan and investment board as provided in W.S. 9‑4‑715.1.
9‑4‑715.  Permissible investments.
(q)  The state treasurer, or his designee, which shall be registered under the Investment Advisor's Act of 1940 as amended if required to be registered by the terms of that act as amended shall invest the legislative stabilization reserve account created in W.S. 9‑4‑219 in a manner to obtain the highest return possible subject to the following:
(i)  The treasurer shall consult with the state loan and investment board to identify funds within the account that the board has identified as funds potentially necessary to complete a purchase authorized by W.S. 9‑4‑715.1 and separately invest those funds for the period as recommended by the board in order to provide the liquidity needed to effectuate the purchase. Until March 31, 2021, the funds identified by the board shall not be subject to paragraph (ii) of this subsection and shall be separately invested.
(i)(ii)  Investments shall be made in accordance with investment policy statements adopted by the board under W.S. 9‑4‑716. In adopting investment policy statements for the legislative stabilization reserve account, the board shall seek to preserve the balance of the account as necessary to address:
(A)  A budget shortfall or structural budget deficit through contingent appropriations and expenditures under W.S. 9‑2‑1014(d)(ii) and (iii);
(B)  A published consensus revenue estimating group estimate of revenues that is less than existing legislative appropriations for state government operations or support of public schools;
(C)  Other emergencies and needs identified or authorized by the legislature under Wyoming statutes and session laws.
(ii)(iii)  To the extent funds are available and prior to making any other investments, five hundred million dollars ($500,000,000.00) shall be invested in short term fixed income investment grade securities. The provisions of this paragraph shall not be applicable through March 31, 2021;
(iii)(iv)  After consultation with the budget division of the department of administration and information, up to fifty‑five percent (55%) of the unobligated, unencumbered balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account in excess of the amount specified in paragraph (ii) (iii) of this subsection, as calculated by the state auditor on October 1 of each fiscal year, may be invested in equities, including stocks of corporations. Funds identified pursuant to paragraph (i) of this subsection shall not be considered as obligated or encumbered funds for purposes of this paragraph and for purposes of W.S. 9‑4‑219(b) until the state loan and investment board executes a purchase agreement pursuant to W.S. 9‑4‑715.1. Investments under this paragraph shall be made in compliance with subsections (c) and (d) of this section;
(iv)(v)  Not later than November 1 of each year, the state treasurer shall report to the joint appropriations committee and the select committee on capital financing and investments regarding the annual review of the investment policy statement for the legislative stabilization reserve account and the investment performance of the account.
Section 3. 
(a)  In executing a purchase under W.S. 9‑4‑715.1, as created by section 1 of this act, the state loan and investment board is authorized to assume all leases, contracts and other agreements related to the purchased assets as they exist regardless of whether the lease, contract or other agreement complies with the provisions of title 36 of the Wyoming statutes applicable to state lands. The board may renegotiate leases, contracts and other agreements as the board deems necessary or appropriate to fulfill the state's fiduciary duties and that would be in the best interests of the state.
(b)  Subject to existing lease and contract rights assumed in accordance with subsection (a) of this section, all state laws governing the management of state lands shall be applicable to assets purchased pursuant to W.S. 9‑4‑715.1 unless otherwise provided in this act.
Section 4. 
(a)  The office of state lands and investments, upon the direction and approval of the state loan and investment board, may retain consultants to support the board's investigation and due diligence as required under this act.  There is appropriated from the state building commission contingency account to the state loan and investment board such funds as are necessary to retain consultants under this subsection.  This appropriation shall be for the period beginning with the effective date of this act and ending June 30, 2021. This appropriation shall not be transferred or expended for any other purpose.

(C)  A county lien arising under this paragraph is superior and paramount to all other liens, claims, mortgages or any other encumbrance of any kind except any superior lien existing before January 1, 2021 and the lien shall survive foreclosure actions until paid in full or until released by the lienholder. A properly perfected appeal on the tax delinquent property before the state board of equalization or any subsequent properly perfected appeal on the same property to a district court or the supreme court shall stay enforcement of a lien filed by the county until such appeal has been exhausted or concluded. Nothing in this subparagraph shall be deemed to relieve any taxpayer of the requirement to pay any tax when due under this title;
(E)  In order to foreclose a tax lien under this paragraph pursuant to a tax sale under subsection (e) of this section, the county treasurer shall file a notice of the intent to foreclose and a certified copy of the delinquent tax statement with the clerk and recorder of the real estate records in the county in which the mineral production occurred. A copy of the intent to foreclose shall be provided to the person against whose property the lien is filed at the last known address of the person. The notice of the intent to foreclose shall contain:
(I)  The name and last known address of the person or persons against whose property the lien is filed including, but not limited to, the delinquent taxpayer;
(II)  The name and address of the county as the holder of the lien and the name of the contact person within the county;
(III)  The amount of the tax, fees, penalties and interest owed;
(IV)  A legal description of the premises of the mineral estate of the taxpayer from which the mineral was produced, detailed to at least the township, range and section.
(F)  No other action beyond that described in subparagraph (E) of this paragraph shall be required to foreclose a tax lien;
