Senator Driskill asked Pastor Matt Tremain from the Dayton Community Church to give the invocation.
Majority Floor Leader Nethercott moved Ellen Thompson be appointed temporary Chief Clerk of the Senate. The motion carried. The Temporary Chief Clerk called the roll of the Senate.

Section 1. Rules of the Senate Rule 12-13 is created to read:
12.0 Voting

12-13  All Votes to be Recorded.

(a) All votes on any motion before the senate, except as provided in subsection (d) of this section and Joint Rule 14-1(f)(ii), shall be recorded through an electronic push-button voting system administered by the chief clerk. If the electronic push-button system is not functioning, the chief clerk may record the vote through the calling of the ayes and noes, provided the vote will later be entered and uploaded to the legislative website.

(b) Votes cast through an electronic push-button voting system shall be displayed in the chambers of the senate and on the legislature’s website and video streaming platform.

(c) Each vote, once called by the chief clerk, shall be open for one minute, except as provided in Senate Rule 7-7(b) and 13-5(b). The chief clerk shall announce when there is thirty seconds remaining in the vote and when the vote is closed. After the vote is closed, the chief clerk shall announce on the floor the final vote total on the motion and whether the motion passed or failed.

(d) The following motions may be approved through a voice vote without using the push-button voting system:
(i) Adjourn;

(ii) Recess;


(iii) To re-refer or recommit a bill;

(iv) For the committee of the whole to rise and report;

(v) The previous question;

(vi) Withdraw.

Section 2. Rules of the Senate 6-5(a), 7-7(b), 7-11, 8-2(c), 10-4, 10-6(b), 12-1(b) and (d), 12-2(a), 12-4, 12-5, 12-6, 12-9, 12-10(d), 13-1(c),
13-5(b), 14-2 and 16-1(c) are amended to read:
6.0 General File and Committee of the Whole Procedures

6-5 Senate Rules Apply; Exceptions. The rules of the Senate shall be observed in the "Committee of the Whole", so far as they may be applicable, except:

(a) The ayes and noes shall not be taken unless the original motion made for passage of a given bill has failed in the Committee of the Whole. At that time, the ayes and noes shall be taken and entered in the Committee of the Whole Report. The result of the roll call vote shall determine the action of the Committee of the Whole. If, after a roll call vote, the bill fails to pass Committee of the Whole, the bill is deemed to be indefinitely postponed. Except as provided in this subsection, the motion to indefinitely postpone shall not be in order during Committee of the Whole;
7.0 Floor Action on Bills

7-7	Uncontested Bills.

(b) At the beginning of third reading and final passage of bills, the majority floor leader shall move the consent list by reading each bill number followed by the catch title and the presiding officer shall call for the roll call vote on all the bills on the consent list. After the roll call vote is completed, the Chief Clerk will then ask any member who wishes to change his vote to stand and identify himself as to on each bill or bills on the consent list to do so through the voting system when each bill on the consent list is open during a thirty-second consent list redesignation vote. The results of the final roll call vote will then be announced for each bill.

7-11 Question on Third Reading. Upon the conclusion of the third reading, the President shall put the question this way: "The bill (naming it by number) having been read three separate times, the question is: Shall the bill pass? The Chief Clerk will call the roll vote." The ayes and noes shall be taken.
8.0 Debate

8-2  Third Reading Debate. After the President announces "Third Reading of the Bill", any member may debate the bill or any amendment then proposed or any debatable motion then made, provided:

(c) The	Chief	Clerk	shall	then	call	the	roll	vote without interruption.

10.0 Motions

10-4 Withdrawal of Motion. If no one objects, any motion may be withdrawn by the mover at any time before a decision, amendment, or ordering of the ayes and noes commencement of the vote, except a motion to reconsider, which shall not be withdrawn without leave of the Senate.

10-6 Motion to Adjourn. The motion to adjourn is not debatable, cannot be amended and is always in order except:

(b) during roll call a vote

12.0 Voting

12-1 Voting Requirements.

(b) A motion to excuse a member from voting shall be made before the call of the ayes and noes vote is commenced, and any member wishing to be excused from voting may briefly and pertinently explain his reason therefor; but, when the ayes and noes are vote is being taken the call it shall not be interrupted for any purpose whatsoever.

(d) No member shall be recognized by the Chair, or be allowed to vote, when such member is at the time outside the bar of the Senate, and no member, or other person, shall remain by the Chief Clerk's table while the ayes and noes are being called vote is being taken.

12-2 Disclosure of Personal or Private Interest.

(a) A member who has a personal or private interest in any bill proposed or pending before the legislature shall disclose the fact to the Senate members at the time of initial consideration during the committee of the whole or at the first subsequent time the conflict becomes apparent to the declarer, or at the time of introduction during the budget session. If the status of the conflict changes during the legislative process, the member shall disclose the change in the status of the conflict. Disclosure of a conflict of interest by any member shall be entered in the Daily Journal. If the member later makes a declaration of no conflict of interest in the matter, prompt entry of that declaration shall be made in the journal. The published Journal shall clearly reflect the declaration of the conflict of interest of the member with respect to a roll call vote.

12-4 Interruption of Voting Prohibited. When the ayes and noes are vote is being taken, the call it shall not be interrupted for any purpose whatsoever and members shall answer the call from their seats, if possible.

12-5 No Vote After Decision Announced. When the ayes and noes vote[image: ]shall be taken on any question, in pursuance of Senate Rule 7-11, no member shall be permitted under any circumstances whatever to vote after the decision is announced from the Chair.

12-6 Vote Changing. Any member may change his vote on a roll call of ayes and noes only after the call is completed, but only before the vote is closed.
12-9 Call for Division. It shall be in order for any member or the presiding officer to order a vote by division to verify a voice vote. Should there be doubt about the voice vote, the motion from the floor is simply to call "Division" immediately before or after the announcement of the vote.

When the call is made, the presiding officer orders a standing recorded vote, first the ayes and then the noes pursuant to Senate Rule 12-13.
12-10 Reconsideration of the Vote.

(d)  The motion once made and disposed of cannot be renewed. The motion is not debatable nor can it be amended, and is carried or lost by a simple majority vote regardless of the vote required of the original question. Once the motion is adopted, the question is in exactly the same condition it was when the vote being reconsidered was originally ordered, which means no amendment or debate is allowed on the question and the President shall put the question this way: "On reconsideration of the vote, the question is, shall (naming the bill by number) pass? The Chief Clerk will call the roll vote."
13.0 Rules for the Budget Session

13-1 In General. For the introduction of any bill, other than the budget bill or a bill to apportion the legislature, the following procedure will be followed:

(c) Upon approval of two-thirds of the elected members by a roll call recorded vote, a bill will be accepted by the Senate and assigned by the President to the appropriate Standing Committee.
13-5 Budget Session Consent List. Notwithstanding Rule 13-1, the President in consultation with the minority floor leader may propose a Consent List of interim committee bills to be voted upon for introduction under the following procedure:

(b) Subject to subsection (a) of this rule, and at the appropriate order of business, the majority floor leader shall move the Consent List. No debate shall be permitted on the Consent List, but any member may remove any interim committee bill from the Consent List upon request before the vote. A roll call vote shall be taken and the results applied to each interim committee bill on the list except that opportunity shall be made for any member to request a redesignation of his vote on any interim committee bill on the list during a thirty-second consent list redesignation vote before the Chief Clerk announces the vote.

14.0 Senate Journal and Records

14-2 Report of Journal Committee. The Journal Committee shall have leave to report at any time when the Senate is in session, except when the "ayes and noes" are a vote is being taken.
16.0 Confirmation of Appointments

16-1 Confirmation of Appointments.

(c) Prior to confirmation of any prospective appointee the committee appointed under this rule shall report its recommendations regarding any prospective appointee to the Senate. A roll call recorded vote of the Senate to confirm or reject an appointment shall be taken within five (5) legislative working days after the prospective appointee's name is submitted to the Senate for consideration. Confirmation of an appointee by the Senate shall require a simple majority vote.

Section 3. Joint Rules of the Senate and House of Representatives 12-1 and 14(f)(ii) are amended to read:
12. ADMINISTRATIVE RULE ORDERS

12-1 On or before the final day for bill introduction each house shall schedule Committee of the Whole action on administrative rule reports and proposed legislative orders disapproving specified administrative rules, together with expressions of legislative intent, received from the Legislative Management Council as required by W.S. 28-9-107. Members of the Management Council in each house shall present the recommendations contained in the reports. The proposed orders are subject to debate, amendment, three readings and roll call recorded votes in each house and conference committees in the same manner as bills except that it shall be referred directly to the Committee of the Whole and that there shall be no requirement for a two-thirds affirmative vote for introduction during the Budget Session. Recommendations receiving the approval of each house shall be denoted Legislative Orders, signed by the Speaker of the House and President of the Senate, entered in the Journal and presented to the Governor as prescribed by Article 3, Section 41, Wyoming Constitution.
14. GENERAL APPROPRIATIONS BILL

14-1 (f)  (ii) Consideration on third reading in the second house of the mirror budget bill passing the house of origin shall be limited to an explanation of, or, at the direction of the presiding officer, a non- binding (“straw poll”) vote regarding each of the amendments adopted by the house of origin which are not identical to amendments adopted by the second house on its own mirror budget bill. Any other amendment shall be out of order. If a "straw poll" vote is taken, Senate Rule 8-1(a) and House Rule 8-1 do not apply to debate on amendments to the mirror budget bill being considered on third reading in the second house to the extent those rules limit members to speaking no more than twice on the same issue. Third reading may be extended beyond one (1) day to consecutive days to permit explanation of, or "straw poll votes" on amendments. Non- binding (“straw poll”) votes shall be taken by roll call a recorded vote only at the direction of the presiding officer. The purpose of these "straw poll" votes are solely to provide non-binding guidance to members of the conference committee from the house in its deliberations on developing a conference committee report.

Section 4. Rules of the Senate 11-3 and 12-3 are repealed.

Section 5. These proposed rules, amendments to rules and repeals of rules shall only be effective for the 2026 budget session and for each session thereafter if 2025 HB 0158 is enacted into law and an operational push-button electronic voting system is installed in the Senate prior to the commencement of the 2026 Budget Session. Rules of the Senate 2-8 is amended to read:

2-8 Changes in Committee Membership Committees.

(a) No change shall be made in any committee chairmanship or membership during the session except by vote of a majority of the members of the Senate.

(b) The President of the Senate with the consent of the majority and minority floor leaders may remove a committee chairman or committee member or declare a vacancy in any committee during the interim if a committee chairman or member cannot or will not fulfill their duties on the committee. A vote of the majority of the members of the Senate present taken during the next legislative session shall be sufficient to sustain an appeal of a committee chairman or member removal or a declaration of vacancy under this subsection.

(c) The President of the Senate may appoint a member to fill any vacancy occurring on any committee during the interim providing the appointment is made with the advice of the respective majority or minority leader, dependent upon the party in which the vacancy has occurred. BARLOW, ROTHFUSS

Joint Rules of the Senate and House of Representatives 22-1 is created to read: 22-1. ETHICS COMPLAINTS
22-1 (a)	The legislature finds that:

(i) The ethics complaint procedure under this rule allows for receipt and investigation of complaints alleging legislative misconduct by members of the House and Senate;
(ii) The House and Senate have authority to determine the rules of their proceedings and to punish members for contempt or disorderly behavior in their presence and for conduct that seriously impugns the integrity and general order of the houses;

(iii) An ethics investigation instituted for the purposes of advancing political interests, not connected with intended legislation or any matters upon which a house should act, or instituted merely to subject a member of the House or Senate to public animadversion, is not a proper legislative proceeding;

(iv) The right of the electors to be represented by the candidate of their choosing is essential for the preservation of all other rights and shall be recognized by the houses when considering ethics complaints;

(v) The ethics complaint procedure under this rule shall be reserved for substantiated allegations of legislative misconduct and in all other circumstances, the members of the House and Senate shall be ultimately responsible directly to the electorate.
(b) Nothing in this rule shall prohibit the House and Senate from taking any action or adopting any procedure to preserve order and decorum in the houses pursuant to the authority granted in the Wyoming Constitution.

(c) The Speaker or President, as appropriate, shall receive written, signed complaints alleging legislative misconduct by a member of the House or Senate.

(d) Legislative misconduct is defined as conduct involving legislative duties that constitutes:

(i) A violation of Article 3 of the Wyoming Constitution;

(ii) A violation of the Ethics and Disclosure Act, W.S. 9-13-101, et seq;

(iii) A violation of any of the Wyoming Conflict of Interest Statutes;
(iv) Violence or disorderly conduct during legislative meetings, sessions, or during the performance of legislative duties;
(v) Bribes or offers of bribes;

(vi) A violation of the rules of the House or Senate pertaining to ethical standards for legislators or preventing disorderly conduct; or

(vii) Any other conduct that constitutes a felony.
(e) A complaint alleging legislative misconduct by a member of the House or Senate shall meet the following criteria:

(i) The complaint shall be in writing;
(ii) The complaint shall:

(A) Be based on unique personal knowledge;
(B) State detailed facts;
(C) Specify the actions of the named member which form the basis for the complaint;

(D) Attach all documentation on which the complaint is based; and

(E) Identify how the specific alleged violation constitutes legislative misconduct.
(iii) The complaint shall be signed by the person alleging the legislative misconduct.

(f) A copy of the complaint shall be provided to the member against whom the complaint is filed.

(g) The presiding officer, after consultation with the majority and minority floor leaders, shall summarily dismiss any complaint which:
(i) On its face appears to be frivolous or submitted for any improper purpose;
(ii) Alleges facts that if taken as true and construed in the light most favorable to the complainant do not constitute legislative misconduct;

(iii) Is insufficient as to form.

(h) Notice of summary dismissal shall be provided to the complainant.

(j) All records, findings and proceedings including the filing of the initial complaint shall be considered confidential information, but the complaint shall be available for public inspection upon the dismissal of the complaint, a referral of the complaint for formal investigation or other final dispositive action regarding the complaint.
(k) Except as provided in subsection (g) of this rule, whenever a complaint is received pursuant to this rule, the presiding officer shall forward the complaint to the appropriate subcommittee of Management Council to review the complaint, determine whether there is probable cause that legislative misconduct has occurred and make recommendations to the presiding officer. The subcommittee shall consist of those members of Management Council who serve in the same house as the member against whom the complaint is filed. The subcommittee's review shall be subject to the following:

(i) The test for determining the existence of probable cause is whether a factual situation is sufficient to warrant a reasonably prudent person, informed of legislative procedures and duties, to believe that legislative misconduct has occurred;

(ii) The Council subcommittee shall notify the member against whom the complaint was brought that it is reviewing the complaint. The member complained against may submit a written answer to the subcommittee. The subcommittee shall have the discretion to determine what additional evidence, if any, is presented during the course of its review;

(iii) Unless specifically invited, neither the complainant nor the member against whom the complaint has been filed shall have the right to attend or present evidence at any meeting of the Council subcommittee;

(iv) The review by the Council subcommittee shall be conducted in executive session and no record of the hearing will be kept;
(v) No determination of the Council subcommittee concerning probable cause is appealable by any person;
(vi) If the Council subcommittee determines that the complaint alleges criminal activity, the subcommittee may recommend

that further proceedings under this rule be held in abeyance pending completion of any criminal investigation;
(vii) A finding of probable cause of legislative misconduct or any dispositive action shall require the affirmative vote of a majority of the Council members serving on the subcommittee;

(viii) If the Council subcommittee does not find probable cause of legislative misconduct the complaint shall be dismissed and the complainant and member will be so advised;
(ix) If the Council subcommittee finds probable cause of legislative misconduct but determines that the interests of justice and the house would not be furthered by a formal investigation under subsection (m) of this rule, it shall make an appropriate recommendation to the presiding officer for remedial action. In all other circumstances where it determines probable cause exists, the Council subcommittee shall refer the complaint for formal investigation in accordance with this rule.

(m) Upon a referral for formal investigation under subsection (k)(ix) of this rule, a special committee shall be appointed to formally investigate the complaint. If the Legislature is not in session, the special committee shall be appointed by the Management Council subcommittee that conducted the review. If the Legislature is in session the special committee shall be appointed by the presiding officer of the appropriate house. A special committee shall be subject to the following:

(i) A special committee investigating a complaint against a senator shall consist of 5 senators and a special committee investigating a complaint against a representative shall consist of 9 members of the House of Representatives. Committee appointments shall be apportioned as nearly as possible to reflect the percentage of the elected members of the majority and minority parties of the appropriate house. The appointing authority shall designate the chairman of the committee;

(ii) Proceedings of the special committee shall be subject to the following:

(A) All meetings of the committee will be open to the public;
(B) The member against whom the complaint is filed and the complainant shall be entitled to appear, present evidence, cross-examine witnesses and be represented by counsel;

(C) In proceedings before the committee, irrelevant, immaterial or unduly repetitious evidence shall be excluded and no recommendation shall be made unless supported by the type of evidence commonly relied upon by a reasonably prudent person, informed of legislative procedures and duties, in the conduct of their serious affairs;

(D) The chairman of the committee shall have the power to administer oaths and to compel the attendance of witnesses and the production of documents relevant to

the complaint, as authorized by W.S. 28-1-107 through 28-1-112. Any testimony made at any committee hearing which purports to establish matters of fact shall be made under oath.

(iii) The special committee may dismiss the complaint if a majority determines that the complaint is not substantiated or does not substantiate legislative misconduct without requiring further action by the appropriate house. If not dismissed, the committee shall make recommendations to the appropriate house based upon the investigations conducted and hearings held pursuant to this rule. The committee may recommend dismissal of the complaint, reprimand, censure, expulsion or other discipline it deems appropriate. The appropriate house may dismiss the complaint, expel, censure, reprimand or otherwise discipline the member as it deems appropriate. Expulsion of a member shall require the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members, as provided by Article III Section 12 of the Constitution. Reprimand or censure of a member shall require the affirmative vote of a majority of the elected members;

(iv) If the legislature is not in session, the recommendation of the special committee shall be acted upon by the appropriate house during the next following special or regular session.
(n) If the written signed complaint concerns legislative misconduct of:

(a) A municipality has the right to acquire by condemnation any interest in real property, including a fee simple title thereto, which it deems necessary for or in connection with an urban renewal project under this chapter, provided that the right to acquire property by eminent domain under this chapter shall not extend to property occupied by an owner for residential purposes or leased for current residential occupancy. A municipality may exercise the power of eminent domain in the manner now provided or which may be hereafter provided by any other statutory provisions. Property already devoted to a public use may be acquired in like manner, provided that no real property belonging to the United States, the state or any political subdivision thereof, may be acquired without its consent.

15-9-120. Taxes upon property; authorized division thereof.
(a) Any urban renewal plan may contain a provision that taxes, if any, levied upon taxable property in an urban renewal project each year by or for the benefit of a municipality in the state shall be divided as follows:
(i) That portion of the taxes which would be produced by the rate upon which the tax is levied each year by or for each of the taxing agencies upon the total sum of the assessed value of the taxable property in the urban renewal project as shown upon the assessment roll used in connection with the taxation of the property by the taxing agency, last equalized prior to the effective date of the urban renewal project shall be allocated to and, when collected, paid into the funds of the respective taxing agencies as taxes by or for those taxing agencies on all other property are paid (for the purpose of allocating taxes by or for any taxing agency which did not include the territory in the urban renewal project on the effective date of the project but which territory had been annexed or otherwise included after the effective date, the assessment of the county last equalized on the project shall be used in determining the assessed valuation on the taxable property in the project on the effective date). For the purposes of this paragraph, the assessed value of the taxable property in an urban renewal project shall mean the aggregate value of all property located within the geographical boundaries of the project and notwithstanding any of the requirements imposed under title 39, chapter 13 of Wyoming statutes, the assessed value of the taxable property in an urban renewal project as provided under this paragraph shall not be modified during the term of the project; and
Section 2.

Such advertisement shall be inserted for three (3) consecutive issues, with not less than twenty (20) days intervening between the first and last publication dates, in one (1) or more newspapers of general circulation in the district and, in the discretion of the board of directors of the district, in such additional newspapers or trade or technical periodicals as may be selected by the board in order to give proper notice of the receiving of bids. Such advertisement shall designate the nature of the construction work proposed to be done or materials proposed to be purchased; that the plans and specifications therefor may be inspected at the office of the district, giving the location thereof, and shall designate the time within which bids shall be filed and the date, hour and place the same shall be opened. The board of directors of the district, with the assistance of the state engineer, whose duty it shall be to supervise such lettings, may let the contract for such work or materials to the lowest responsible bidder, or, in the sole discretion of the board, all bids tendered may be rejected and readvertisement for bids made in the manner, form and time in this section provided. No such contract shall be valid nor shall any money of the district be expended thereunder unless advertisement and letting shall have been had as in this section provided. (c) From the total amount available to be distributed on the dates specified in subsection (b) of this section, the amounts designated in paragraphs (b)(i) and (iii) of this section shall be distributed to cities and towns, subject to the following:

(B) Calculate the inverse by dividing one (1) by the per capita sales and use tax determined under subparagraph (A) of this paragraph for each municipality;
(C) Calculate the normalized per capita sales and use tax number for each municipality by dividing the number determined under subparagraph (B) of this paragraph for the municipality by the total of all inverse per capita sales and use tax numbers calculated under subparagraph (B) of this paragraph;

(D) Multiply the normalized per capita sales and use tax number for each municipality determined under subparagraph (C) of this paragraph by seventy-five percent (75%);
(E) For each fiscal year calculate the per capita assessed value for the prior tax year corresponding to the most recently completed calendar year for each municipality by dividing the total assessed valuation within the municipality by the population of the municipality;
(F) Calculate the inverse by dividing one (1) by the per capita assessed value determined under subparagraph (E) of this paragraph for each municipality;
(G) Calculate the normalized per capita assessed value number for each municipality by dividing the number determined under subparagraph (F) of this paragraph for the municipality by the total of all inverse per capita assessed value numbers calculated under subparagraph (F) of this paragraph;
(H) Multiply the normalized per capita assessed value number for each municipality by twenty-five percent (25%);
(J) Multiply the sum of subparagraphs (D) and (H) of this paragraph by the population of the municipality;
(K) Calculate the normalized index for each municipality by dividing the number determined under subparagraph (J) of this paragraph for the municipality by the sum of all numbers calculated under subparagraph (J) of this paragraph;
(M) Determine the amount to distribute to each municipality by multiplying the normalized index number determined under subparagraph (K) of this paragraph by the amount remaining available for distribution under this paragraph.

(B) Determine each city or town that received a per capita amount that is less than the lowest quartile amount determined under subparagraph (A) of this paragraph;
(C) For each city or town that received a per capita amount that is less than the lowest quartile amount as identified in subparagraph (B) of this paragraph, determine the amount that would be necessary to increase the per capita amount distributed to that city or town to the lowest quartile amount determined under subparagraph (A) of this paragraph;

(d) From the total amount available to be distributed on the dates specified in subsection (b) of this section, the amounts designated in paragraphs (b)(ii) and (iv) of this section are to be distributed to counties as provided in this subsection. From these distributions each county shall receive the following:

(i) From these distributions each county with an assessed value for the prior tax year corresponding to the most recently completed calendar year of less than three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000.00) per mill shall first receive an amount equal to one and one-half (1.5) times the difference between three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000.00) and the actual value of one (1) mill within the county. From the remainder, each county shall receive amounts in accordance with a county supplemental funding formula as provided in this paragraph. The county supplemental funding formula shall be calculated by the office of state lands and investments as follows:
(A) For each fiscal year calculate the per capita sales and use tax revenues available to each county using the sales and use tax distributions to each county attributable to the most recently completed odd numbered fiscal year for distributions under this paragraph during an odd numbered calendar year and the sales and use tax distributions to each county attributable to the most recently completed even numbered fiscal year for distributions under this paragraph during an even numbered calendar year, excluding distributions under this section and excluding distributions to each municipality within that county, under W.S. 39-15-111 and 39-16-111;
(B) Calculate the inverse by dividing one (1) by the per capita sales and use tax determined under subparagraph (A) of this paragraph for each county;
(C) Calculate the normalized per capita sales and use tax number for each county by dividing the number determined under subparagraph (B) of this paragraph for the county by the total of all inverse per capita sales and use tax numbers calculated under subparagraph (B) of this paragraph;
(D) Multiply the normalized per capita sales and use tax number determined under subparagraph (C) of this paragraph for each county by twenty-four percent (24%);

(a) The legislature finds that:
(i) Wyoming and the nation's voluntary livestock identification system has served the livestock industry well for decades;
(ii) The United States department of agriculture's animal and plant health inspection service announced a final rule in April of 2024 that would require certain livestock to wear electronically readable devices in order to prevent and manage livestock disease outbreaks;
(iii) If the United States department of agriculture and the animal and plant health inspection service were concerned with and focused on preventing a livestock disease outbreak, they would stop the importation of livestock from countries that have known and documented problems with disease, yet they do not do so;
(iv) The vast majority of livestock affected by this mandatory electronic identification rule originate from wide open spaces and live on clean, disease-free pastures and not in confined areas with thousands of livestock coming from different areas;
(v) The United States department of agriculture and the animal and plant health inspection service have stated that a seventy percent (70%) compliance rate with mandatory electronic identification usage would be

necessary to make the identification program an effective disease traceability requirement;
(vi) Wyoming already has livestock identification methods that are far superior to the mandatory electronic identification rules that, according to the United States department of agriculture and the animal and plant health inspection service, are specifically targeted to apply to only eleven percent (11%) of all livestock in the country; and
(vii) The mandatory electronic identification rule was put in place by a federal government agency rather than being voted on by the United States congress, making it only a rule and not codified law.
(b) It is the policy of the state of Wyoming that:
(i) Wyoming is opposed to the animal and plant health inspection service's rule mandating electronic identification devices for Wyoming livestock;
(ii) W.S. 11-18-117 clearly defines the terms by which the Wyoming livestock industry can continue to do business and have the freedom, right and liberty to use historically reliable, affordable, confidential and voluntary methods of livestock identification, including brands, backtags, tattoos and ear tags;
(iii) Wyoming will seek to work with existing metal identification tag manufacturers to produce those tags historically used to confirm livestock health and identity;
(iv) Wyoming is committed to working with other states to develop agreements and arrangements to allow livestock to be transported to and from Wyoming without being required to use electronic identification ear tags;
(v) Wyoming shall demand that the United States department of agriculture and the animal and plant health inspection service provide a complete and full accounting and accurate estimate of all costs associated with mandating that Wyoming's livestock producers use electronic identification ear tags, including costs associated with hardware, software, ear tags, wands, retrofitting of livestock handling facilities, retrofitting of sales barns, working of livestock and costs related to additional paperwork, digital input and filings necessary to prove compliance with the electronic identification ear tag rule to the Wyoming legislature.".

(a) The commissioner, with approval of the board, may convert the charter of a special purpose depository institution chartered under W.S. 13-12-115 to a state bank chartered under this article. A conversion shall occur as follows:
(i) A special purpose depository institution seeking to convert its charter to a state bank shall file an application to convert that contains a comprehensive plan for conversion as required by this section and rules promulgated by the commissioner. The application shall include a certificate signed by the institution's president and a majority of the board of directors setting forth the action taken to support the proposed conversion in compliance with this section. The plan of conversion and a proposed organizational instrument that includes the information required by W.S. 13-2-202 shall be approved by the shareholders of the special purpose depository institution prior to submitting an application for conversion;
(ii) The application to convert shall include a comprehensive plan for conversion setting forth any necessary disposition of assets and liabilities in reasonable detail to effect the conversion, and any other plans required by the commissioner. The application shall be accompanied by a fee consistent with
W.S. 13-2-208. The plan of conversion shall provide for the discharge or assumption of all known and unknown claims and liabilities of the special purpose depository institution. Additionally, the application for conversion shall include other evidence, certifications, affidavits, documents or information as the commissioner may require, including demonstration of how assets and liabilities will be disposed, the timetable for effecting disposition or transfer of the assets and liabilities and a proposal for addressing any claims that are asserted after conversion has been completed;
(iii) The commissioner shall examine the application for compliance with this section, W.S. 13-2-207 through 13-2-212 and applicable rules.
(b) Upon receipt of a complete application, the commissioner shall notify the board. The board, in its discretion, may allow the commissioner to proceed with approval of an application on an expedited basis without further oversight or approval by the board or, if deemed necessary by the board, the board may require a process consistent with W.S. 13-2-207, 13-2-209 and 13-2-211. Where an expedited review is allowed by the board, the commissioner shall approve or deny a conversion application under this section not more than ninety (90) days after receipt of a complete application.
(c) The application shall not be approved under this section until the board or commissioner, as applicable, has ascertained to the board's or commissioner's satisfaction that the proposed state bank satisfies all criteria under W.S. 13-2-212(a), meets all applicable requirements and any applicable rules to operate in all respects as a state bank. If the application is to be approved by the board, the board shall take action consistent with W.S. 13-2-212(b).
(d) If the application is approved and a charter granted by the board, the converting state bank shall not commence business before receiving a certificate of authority to operate from the state banking commissioner. The application for a certificate of authority shall be made to the state banking commissioner and shall certify that the capital and surplus have been paid in, the address at which the institution will operate and that all of the bylaws adopted have been attached as an exhibit to the application. The application shall state who the officers, directors and stockholders are at that time and have attached evidence that appropriate federal insurance of deposits has been obtained, where applicable. The state banking commissioner shall approve or deny an application for a certificate of authority not more than thirty (30) days after a complete application has been filed. If the state banking commissioner approves the application, he shall issue a certificate of authority

to the converted state bank within twenty (20) days. If the state banking commissioner denies the application, he shall mail a notice of denial to the converting state bank within twenty (20) days, stating the reasons for denying the application, and grant to the converting state bank a maximum period of ninety (90) days to resubmit the application with the necessary corrections. If the converting state bank fails to comply with requirements of the notice of denial within ninety (90) days from the receipt of the notice, the approval of the application and articles of incorporation previously issued to the converting state bank shall be revoked by the state banking commissioner. The failure of the state banking commissioner to act upon a complete application for a certificate of authority within thirty (30) days shall be deemed an approval. If the approved converting state bank fails to commence business in good faith within one (1) year after the issuance of a certificate of authority by the state banking commissioner or any required federal approval, whichever is later, the charter and certificate of authority shall expire.
(e) A state bank that results from a conversion under this section shall be deemed to have been in existence for the same period of time as the special purpose depository institution from which it converted and shall surrender its certificate of authority under W.S. 13-12-116. (iv) Performing an abortion on a woman when, in the physician's reasonable medical judgment, there is a substantial likelihood that the unborn baby has a lethal fetal anomaly or the pregnancy is determined to be a molar pregnancy.
(b) The legislature finds that:
(i) As a consequence of an unborn baby being a member of the species home sapiens from conception, an unborn baby is a member of the human race under article 1, section 2 of the Wyoming constitution;

(ii) The legislature acknowledges that all members of the human race are created equal and are endowed by their creator with certain unalienable rights, the foremost of which is the right to life;
(iii) This act promotes and furthers article 1, section 6 of the Wyoming constitution, which guarantees that no person may be deprived of life or liberty without due process of law;
(iv) Regarding article 1, section 38 of the Wyoming constitution, abortion as defined in this act is not health care. Abortion is the termination of the life of an unborn baby. It is within the authority of the state of Wyoming to determine reasonable and necessary restrictions upon abortion, including its prohibition. In accordance with article 1, section 38(c) of the Wyoming constitution, the legislature determines that the health and general welfare of the people requires the prohibition of abortion as defined in this act;
(v) The legislature, in the exercise of its constitutional duties and powers, has a fundamental duty to provide equal protection to all human lives, including unborn babies from conception;
(vi) Wyoming's "legitimate interests include respect for the preservation of prenatal life at all stages of development; the protection of maternal health and safety; the elimination of particularly gruesome or barbaric medical procedures; the preservation of integrity of the medical profession; the mitigation of fetal pain; and the prevention of discrimination on the basis of race, sex or disability." Dobbs v. Jackson Women's Health Org., 142 S. Ct. 2228, 2284 (2022) (internal citations omitted);
(vii) The legislature recognizes the need to protect the health and general welfare of the people of Wyoming. In accordance with this purpose, the definition and rules specified in this section are provided to advance the health, welfare and safety of all people in Wyoming.
(c) As used in this act:
(i) "Abortion" means the act of using or prescribing any instrument, medicine, drug or any other substance, device or means with the intent to terminate the clinically diagnosable pregnancy of a woman, including the elimination of one (1) or more unborn babies in a multifetal pregnancy, with knowledge that the termination by those means will, with reasonable likelihood, cause the death of the unborn baby. "Abortion" shall not include any use, prescription or means specified in this paragraph if the use, prescription or means are done with the intent to:
(A) Save the life or preserve the health of the unborn baby;
(B) Save the life or preserve the health of the pregnant
woman;
(C) Remove a dead unborn baby caused by a spontaneous
abortion or intrauterine fetal demise;
(D) Treat a woman for an ectopic pregnancy;
(E) Treat a pregnant woman for cancer or another disease that requires medical treatment which treatment may be fatal or harmful to the unborn baby.
(ii) "Ectopic pregnancy" means a pregnancy that occurs when a fertilized egg implants and grows outside the main cavity of the uterus;
(iii) "Lethal fetal anomaly" means a fetal condition diagnosed before birth and if the pregnancy results in a live birth there is a substantial likelihood of death of the child within hours of the child's birth;
(iv) "Molar pregnancy" means the development of a tumor or cyst that may or may not include placental tissue from trophoblastic cells after fertilization of an egg that results in spontaneous abortion or intrauterine fetal demise;
(v) "Pregnant" means the human female reproductive condition of having a living unborn baby or human being within a human female's body throughout the entire embryonic and fetal stages of the unborn human being from fertilization, when a fertilized egg has implanted in the wall of the uterus, to full gestation and childbirth;
(vi) "Reasonable medical judgment" means a medical judgment that would be made by a reasonably prudent physician who is knowledgeable about the

case and the treatment possibilities with respect to the medical conditions involved;

(viii) Providing monetary assistance to farmers and ranchers whose real property or assets are damaged by catastrophic events. As used in this paragraph, "catastrophic event" means a fire, earthquake, breached dam or other natural or man-made event to a farming or ranching operation or to state land that causes monetary damage of at least one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00).

(b) The county treasurer for each county shall keep accurate records of the reduction in tax revenues caused by the change in property tax assessment rates pursuant to this act for the county and for each governmental entity for which notification is made pursuant to W.S. 39-13-104(k) and shall report that information to the department. The department shall compile and verify the information received from each county and shall verify any reductions in the distribution of mill levies to the school foundation program account under W.S. 21-13-303. Subject to appropriation of funds by the legislature, the department shall distribute verified amounts to each county treasurer for distribution as provided in W.S. 39-13-111 in an amount necessary to compensate each government entity for fifty percent (50%) of the reduction in tax revenues due to the change in property tax assessment rates pursuant to this act. The department shall transfer this legislative stabilization reserve account appropriation to each county for distribution to each government entity in an amount necessary to compensate each government entity for fifty percent (50%) of the reduction in tax revenues. If funds appropriated by the legislature for distribution under this subsection are insufficient to complete all necessary distributions, the department shall distribute funds to each government entity on a pro rata basis;
(c) The following shall apply to disbursements made under this section:
(i) Only counties, cities and towns that also each impose the maximum statutory mill levy authorized to be imposed by the applicable governing board shall qualify for disbursements under this section;
(ii) Any special district that also imposes the maximum statutory mill levy authorized to be imposed by the applicable governing board shall qualify for disbursements under this section.
(d) Disbursements granted under this section shall not exceed an amount equal to fifty percent (50%) of the demonstrated reduction of residential property tax assessments as compared to tax year 2024 and directly attributable to this act or legislation exempting or otherwise reducing residential property tax assessments enacted during the 2025 general session.

All monies deposited or transferred into the account are inviolate and constitute a permanent or perpetual trust fund, subject to the provisions for the withdrawal of funds provided by this section.
(b) The state treasurer shall invest all funds within Wyoming's next generation account in accordance with W.S. 9-4-715(a) and (c) through (e) and 9-4-716. W.S. 9-4-716(e) shall not apply to the account. The state treasurer, or the treasurer's designee, which shall be registered under the federal Investment Advisor's Act of 1940, as amended and if required to be registered by the terms of that act, may invest the unobligated, unencumbered balance of the account in equities, including stocks of corporations. The account shall be invested so that the overall risk profile of the account's investments shall not materially exceed the risk profile of a reference portfolio that consists of eighty-five percent (85%) private equity and fifteen percent (15%) private credit investments. In adopting investment policy statements for the account, the board shall seek to preserve the balance of the account in a manner that strives for the highest possible risk-adjusted total net return consistent with an appropriate level of safety and liquidity, giving consideration to the account's potential extended investment period and the extended period during which monies in the account may be ineligible for withdrawal.
(c) Beginning on July 1, 2026 and annually on each July 1 thereafter until fourteen (14) fiscal years have elapsed, transfers shall be made by the state auditor from the legislative stabilization reserve account to Wyoming's next generation account in accordance with all of the following:
(i) The annual transfer shall be:
(A) One hundred million dollars ($100,000,000.00), if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account exceeds one billion seven hundred fifty million dollars ($1,750,000,000.00);
(B) Seventy-five million dollars ($75,000,000.00), if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account exceeds one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000.00) but is less than or equal to one billion seven hundred fifty million dollars ($1,750,000,000.00);
(C) Fifty million dollars ($50,000,000.00), if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account exceeds one billion two hundred fifty million dollars ($1,250,000,000.00) but is less than or equal to one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000.00);

(i) The state treasurer shall separately account for each annual transfer made under subsection (c) of this section and shall separately account for all earnings from each annual transfer;
(ii) Annual transfers shall not be withdrawn from the account;
(iii) Investment earnings from each annual transfer shall not be withdrawn except in accordance with subsection (e) of this section.

(a) There is created Wyoming's next generation account. The account shall consist of all funds transferred or appropriated to the account by law. All monies deposited or transferred into the account are inviolate and constitute a permanent or perpetual trust fund, subject to the provisions for the withdrawal of funds provided by this section.

(b) The state treasurer shall invest all funds within Wyoming's next generation account in accordance with W.S. 9-4-715(a) and (c) through (e) and 9-4-716. W.S. 9-4-716(e) shall not apply to the account. The state treasurer, or the treasurer's designee, which shall be registered under the federal Investment Advisor's Act of 1940, as amended and if required to be registered

by the terms of that act, may invest the unobligated, unencumbered balance of the account in equities, including stocks of corporations. The account shall be invested so that the overall risk profile of the account's investments shall not materially exceed the risk profile of a reference portfolio that consists of eighty-five percent (85%) private equity and fifteen percent (15%) private credit investments. In adopting investment policy statements for the account, the board shall seek to preserve the balance of the account in a manner that strives for the highest possible risk-adjusted total net return consistent with an appropriate level of safety and liquidity, giving consideration to the account's potential extended investment period and the extended period during which monies in the account may be ineligible for withdrawal.
(c) Beginning on July 1, 2026 and annually on each July 1 thereafter until fourteen (14) fiscal years have elapsed, transfers shall be made by the state auditor from the legislative stabilization reserve account to Wyoming's next generation account in accordance with all of the following:
(i) The annual transfer shall be:
(A) One hundred million dollars ($100,000,000.00), if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account exceeds one billion seven hundred fifty million dollars ($1,750,000,000.00);
(B) Seventy-five million dollars ($75,000,000.00), if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account exceeds one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000.00) but is less than or equal to one billion seven hundred fifty million dollars ($1,750,000,000.00);
(C) Fifty million dollars ($50,000,000.00), if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account exceeds one billion two hundred fifty million dollars ($1,250,000,000.00) but is less than or equal to one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000.00);
(D) Twenty-five million dollars ($25,000,000.00), if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account exceeds one billion dollars ($1,000,000,000.00) but is less than or equal to one billion two hundred fifty million dollars ($1,250,000,000.00);
(E) Zero dollars ($0.00), only if the balance of the legislative stabilization reserve account is equal to or less than one billion dollars ($1,000,000,000.00).
(ii) Transfers shall be made under this subsection if funds are available from the legislative stabilization reserve account;
(iii) The transfer required under this subsection shall be made after all other transfers and appropriations from the legislative stabilization reserve account required by law are made.
(d) Transfers made under subsection (c) of this section, and the investment of those transfers, shall be in accordance with all of the following:
(i) The state treasurer shall separately account for each annual transfer made under subsection (c) of this section and shall separately account for all earnings from each annual transfer;
(ii) Annual transfers shall not be withdrawn from the account;
(iii) Investment earnings from each annual transfer shall not be withdrawn except in accordance with subsection (e) of this section.
(e) On July 1 of each fiscal year after fourteen (14) fiscal years have elapsed, all investment earnings in Wyoming's next generation account arising from the annual transfer to the account made fourteen (14) fiscal years earlier shall be deposited in the general fund. For purposes of this subsection:
